These activities support equitable and timely access to K-12 curricular resources for students who cannot access standard print materials due to a visual impairment, physical disability or comprehension disability. Through its various activities, ARC-BC eliminates the need for school districts to manage their own alternate format collections. ARC-BC supports BC school districts by being both a service and a community. It also seeks partnerships with other groups to ensure the best possible access to other sources of electronic curricular materials.
