BCUDL-LOR Lesson Template with Prompts
You can use this Lesson Template to write your lesson off-line and then cut and paste to the online form.  Do NOT use any tables or html formatting because they interfere with the database.
When you are ready to enter the new lesson online, log on to the LOR using your password and under Lessons on the left, click Create New.  To edit an existing lesson, click the little pencil icon next to its name.  Only you can see your lesson until you decide to share it.
If your lessons contains materials for which you do not own the copyright, your lesson will not be approved.

Note that when you are entering a lesson, the website may timeout if there is no activity for 20 minutes.  Mouse clicks such as saving register as “activity” but typing does not register as “activity”.  This means that if you type for 20 minutes without saving, the website will not perceive that you are doing anything, and all of that work could be lost.  Remember to Save after each section entry and you should be fine.
Title:

Enter the lesson title

On the website, cut and paste or retype this title.

Subject Subcategory:
Enter a subject subcategory such as Reading-Vocabulary.  

On the website, you will choose this from a drop-down list. 
Grade Level:

Enter Primary, Intermediate, or Secondary.

On the website, you will choose this from a drop-down list.
Ready to Share?

On the website, check the yes box when lesson is completed and ready to be published.  When you are still in the editing process, leave the box unchecked.
Description (Key Words):
Enter just the key words that can be used in the search field to find your lesson, For example:  content, grade level, assignment, special attributes of lesson, software used.  

When entering on the website, Description is the first tab on the left and the box will be open. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.
Overview:

Enter a title, grade level range, subject, and summary for your lesson.  If the lesson was a team effort, you could also enter school district, school, and team member information here.
When entering on the website, click the Overview tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Goals:

Write a clear, concise goal that focuses on what you want students to know and understand.  Identify clear goals that are separate from the method of achieving lesson goals.  Italicize this statement.
Also enter the applicable BC IRP prescribed learning outcomes.

When entering on the website, click the Goals tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Anticipatory Set:

Enter notes on how you will leverage students' prior knowledge. For example, describe how you will provide background content or make connections between the lesson and what students have learned in the past. Identify varied activities that will engage or hook students into learning goals.
When entering on the website, click the Anticipatory tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

New Knowledge:

Enter notes on how you will introduce and model this lesson's new information to your class.  Include comments on multiple means of representation and engagement that you are using to present the lesson.

When entering on the website, click the New Knowledge tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Practice:

Define the methods that you will use to provide your students with an opportunity for guided practice. Describe the choice of content and learning context that you are providing.  Describe the adjustable levels of challenge you are providing.  Describe the multiple means of expression students are using as they practice the new learning.  Describe any scaffolds you are providing for students who will find the practice difficult.  Describe multiple ways you are engaging students in the practice activities.
When entering on the website, click the Practice tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Wrap-up:

Enter information on how you will conclude your lesson with wrap-up activities that provide varied opportunities to summarize and solidify what was learned. Reinforce new learning and review key concepts to help students remember what they learned.
When entering on the website, click the Wrap-up tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Materials:

List materials needed. Comment on any multiple formats you have used to build flexibility into material selection.
When entering on the website, click the Materials tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Assessment:

Describe the rubric, performance standards, or other plan for assessment. Describe how you are going to provide ongoing feedback and any choice of rewards.

When entering on the website, click the Assessment tab on the left to access this section. Use the Paste from Word Button if you are copying and pasting from a Word document.  The default font is very tiny, so please select the text and increase the font size.  Click the Save Button at the top to save your work.

Save, Save, and Double Save and then click Save and Close!

Upload and attach files to this lesson by clicking the Upload button and then using the Browse button to find files on your computer.  Please ensure that you are not using copyrighted materials or your lesson will not be approved.
When you are ready to submit the lesson for approval, click the share box for each file and for the lesson.  The lesson will come to the LOR manager for approval and then should appear in the LOR.  If you have submitted your lesson and it doesn’t appear, please contact bcudl@setbc.org.
