Creating a Topic Specific Word List 
To provide writing support for students who are using Kurzweil 3000, it is possible to create topic specific word lists. The word lists can be used as floating word banks, and in word prediction. There are two ways to create word lists: create a word list from words you type in or create a word list from an open document or e-textbook.
	Making a Word List from Words You Type in

	Word Lists can be made from words you type in. You may wish to do this when you have a short list of words specific to a topic the student is currently working on.

· In the Kurzweil menu go to Tools ( Setup a Word List. 
· Click to select the New option
· Choose Create Word List from what I type. 
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· Click Next
The New Word List box opens and you can begin to create the word list.

· Check the options that will support your specific student e.g. word prediction 
· In the Word field enter in a word 

· Click the Add button to send the word to your list

· To add another word, simply highlight over the word in the Word field and type in a new word – click Add to send it to the list.

· Repeat until you have completed the word list for your student.

· Click Next.
· Enter a name for your new word list.
· Click OK
· Your word list will be saved in the Kurzweil 3000 folder.

· You may Export your word list to share it with others.

	It is possible to use an open document to create a word list. The document can be one you’ve created by highlighting important vocabulary in an etextbook in Kurzweil and then extracting the highlighted text to a document. Or the document could consist of just a list of words or written text that contains words that the student will need to use in written responses. 

To create a word list from a document or e-textbook with highlighted words:

· Open the document or textbook in Kurzweil
· Highlight the key words

· In the Kurzweil menu go to Tools ( Setup a Word List
· Click to select the New option

· Select Create Word List from…and select your document or text from the drop-down menu

· Choose Extract Highlighted words only
· Click Next
· A list of your words will appear. 
· Click Next to save your new word list with an appropriate name in the Kurzweil 3000 folder. 
· To share this word list with other students or teachers you can export it. To export any word list, go to Tools ( Setup a Word List 

· Highlight the word list to be exported and click the Export button.

· Choose a location such as a flash drive to save to. 
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
